A two year SUP was granted with the following conditions: Only 2 events per year ( 2018- July 28 and August 26), no holiday events are to be scheduled, ambulance on site, 400 maximum people, railings added on bridge, noise levels to be monitored by county employees, 1 pit to be used (not 2).  Mr. Barnes will provide volunteers to monitor crowds since alcohol is allowed, 10 porta johns and 15 huge trash containers to be removed at the end of the event.
